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Dear Parishioners of Saint Polycarp,

As we gather for Mass this Palm Sunday, we
begin the celebration of Holy Week, with the
commemoration of the entrance of Jesus into
the city of Jerusalem. The Gospel for the
entrance-procession and the Passion Reading
from Matthew provide us two opposite
reactions from the crowd toward Jesus. The
Gospel reading for the procession shows us a
cheerful and warm crowd; the Passion
Reading an angry and hateful crowd.

On the other hand, a few days
later, the same crowd accused Him and
wanted Him dead through a gruesome
crucifixion.

As we gather as a community of faith with
palms in our hands, we take an active part,
like the crowd of Jerusalem, to welcome
Jesus. Remember to keep a joyful and
welcoming spirit; do not let our sins continue
to betray our Lord. Jesus died for our sins,
therefore do not continue to accuse, betray,
and crucify Him. Keep our spirit clean and
healthy during this Holy Week.

Jesus, have mercy on us. Mary, Joseph, and
our Patron Polycarp: pray for us. Have a
blessed and spiritual Holy Week.

Making Way for God

As Christ reclined at the Passover meal and
his impending betrayal, | have to imagine at
least one of the disciples thought to himself,
incredulously and perhaps even indignantly:
And you're not going to do anything about it?

So often we expect God to behave like the
frantic parent of a teenager, banging down the

closed door of a bedroom filled with loud music.

We expect him to be overbearing, snooping
in our diary and waiting to ground us the
minute we break curfew, desperate to keep us
within the family fold, ready and willing to use
judgment and force to do so.

It's true that God greatly desires us to stay

in friendship with him. But to accomplish it,

he does not come to us as a meddler or an
overlord. He comes in the same way he does on
Palm Sunday. He waits for us to make way.

He may not be overbearing, but he is still
devoted, and unfailingly patient. As the Palm
Sundays of our lives — the moments of our
devotion and piety — give way to the Holy
Thursdays, when we inevitably deny him, God
does not abandon us. The sacrifice on the cross
is still there, waiting for us to accept it.

Question:
What is a pilgrimage? Why do people
go on them?

Answer:

A pilgrimage is a spiritual journey to visit
a holy site, such as the shrine of a saint, a
place where the Blessed Virgin Mary has
appeared, or an historic church or chapel.
What makes a pilgrimage different from
a vacation and a pilgrim distinct from a
tourist is the spirit in which the journey is
made. Pilgrimages are really a symbol of
our spiritual journey in life, reminding us
that this world is not our true home and
that we spend our lives journeying to our
homeland, which is the Kingdom of God.

Pilgrimages — which can be as involved
as a trip to Rome or the Holy Land or as
simple as visiting the Blessed Sacrament
in a local parish church — are also an
opportunity for us to step out of the
rhythms and limits of our daily lives to
seek out connection with God in a special
way, by visiting a holy place. At times,
such as on a special feast, a jubilee,

or the anniversary of the dedication

of the church, special graces (called
“indulgences”) can also be offered to
pilgrims, helping to enrich our experience
of the celebration.

In the end, pilgrimages are an ancient
act of devotion and something that each
of us can put into practice, helping us to
discover how God is present in the world
around us, in places both near and far.
