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Dear Parishioners of Saint Polycarp,

Happy Pentecost! May this special Feast Day of the coming of the Holy Spirit, which marks the birth of the Church,
bestow on you and your family special graces and blessings.

The Readings for Pentecost present us with various reflections. The First Reading from Acts of the Apostles helps us to
see the uniqueness of the Church through the guidance of the Holy Spirit. Acts of the Apostles proclaims that “[The
disciples] were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak in different tongues, as the Spirit enabled them to
proclaim” (Acts 2:4). The Church is diverse, but She is one. She consists of many cultures, languages, customs, and
ethnicities, but She is always “One Holy, Catholic, and Apostolic”.

Our family of Saint Polycarp consists of many cultures, languages, and customs, but it is always one family under the
patronage of Saint Polycarp. Each week we celebrate Masses in three different languages: English, Spanish, and
Vietnamese. For example, at all the English Masses, we have so many cultures forming the one Body of Christ: We have
Hispanics, Filipinos, Persians, Easter Europeans, Vietnamese, and many others attending the English Masses. This is the
beauty of the Church under the guidance of the Holy Spirit—that is, diversity in unity.

From a theological and liturgical view, Pentecost concludes the Easter Season. Like Easter Sunday, before the Gospel, a
Sequence is proclaimed. At the end of Mass, you will hear either the priest or the deacon chanting the triple Alleluia:
“Go in the peace of Christ. Alleluia. Alleluia. Alleluia”.

As the Season of Easter concludes, the Faith Formation Program (First Communion and Confirmation, OCIA/RCIA) also
concludes its formation year of 2022-2023. For the First Communion Program (English, Spanish and Vietnamese), we
had 167 students who received Jesus for the first time. The Confirmation Program had 134 students who were sealed
with the gift of the Holy Spirit. At the Easter Vigil Mass, we had 26 neophytes from the English, Spanish and Vietnamese
OCIA (formerly known as RCIA); 13 members were received into Full Communion with the Church at the Easter Vigil
Mass; and 6 members received First Communion. At Pentecost, we have 22 adults for confirmation, We pray for these
members, who are receiving the sacraments of the Church, that they continue to be strong in and to live out their faith.
As the parish wraps up its fiscal year, | wish to recapture for you some of the major renovations that we have done
throughout the fiscal year 2022-2023. Beginning July 2022, we resurfaced our parish parking lot, tiled our sacristy floor,
and replaced LED lights in all meeting and classrooms. In September, we replaced some lights in the church, especially
the Holy Family and the Sacred Heart areas. At the end of January 2023, we relocated our parish office to the old school
administrative buildings. In March, we purchased extra chairs for the music ministry. in April, we repaired three broken
planters in the school yard. All these renovations were made possible because they came from the surplus of the PSA
and your generous donations.

As the parish moves forward with another fiscal year (2023-2024), we will proceed to replace all school windows, to
continue to rekey vulnerable areas, to replace the automatic monitor for the three gates. In addition, through the
recommendations of the Finance Council, the Parish Pastoral Council, and other members of the parish, we have been
in consultation with a company for installation of a solar-power electrical system. | pray that, where two or three are
gathered in Jesus’ name, Jesus and the Holy Spirit will be there to guide us to be good stewards of God and your gifts
(Mt 18:20).

Another important pastoral item, which | wish to share with you, concerns the pastoral care for and guidance of our
young people. This item, which is dear to my heart, comes from the recommendations of the Parish Pastoral Council
and the Faith Formation Program. That is, this summer the Faith Formation Program (First Communion and
Confirmation) and Youth Ministry will offer many activities for our young people. | ask that parents sign their children
up for these summer programs, Do not let your children sit at home to play video games or to hang out with the wrong
crowds. Bring them to church. The three Sisters (Teresa, Jessica, and MaryAnne) and Joseph will assist them in their
faith, through spiritual learnings, healthy games, practical classes, and camping. For more information about the
summer programs for young people, please consult the Faith Formation Office, the Parish Office, or the Parish website.
Moreover, as many of you have heard, Father Luis Segura, our Parochial Vicar, will leave us at the end of June to be
Administrator of Saint Joseph Parish in Santa Ana. A farewell reception will be held for him on Sunday, June 18. We
invite you to come to thank him and to bid him farewell on this day. He will be missed greatly.

Finally, Bishop Vann has called Cole Buzon, our seminarian intern (2021-2022), and Mike Betancourt to the Diaconate.
Their diaconate ordination will be June 24, 2023, at Christ Cathedral.

May God, through the guidance of the Holy Spirit, safeguard you always. With my brother priests, Fathers Luis and
Nicolas, | wish you a joyful and blessed Pentecost.

The Fame Communicated
"Fire! Fire! They're all gonna die! They're all gonna
burn up!”

| had absolutely no hope of restoring order as | read
the story of Pentecost with my young children last
year. As soon as they glimpsed the tongues of fire
hovering over the foreheads of the apostles, they
were lost to giggles and shrieks. | sighed, sipped my
coffee, and wondered resentfully why the Holy Spirit
couldn't have chosen to be a dove on that particular
day. Just a nice, peaceful dove.

I'll say this, though: the fire left an impression. It
usually does, doesn't it? Fire consumes. It renews. It

illuminates. It leaves you breathless with fear and awe.

The memory and scent and impact of a flame lingers
long after it is extinguished,

When | am trying to explain theclogy to my kids,

| have an awful habit of overcomplicating things.

I'd had a whole speech prepared for them about
what the Holy Spirit is, but it went out the window
as soon as they saw the flames. And you know
what? It's probably for the best. They wouldn't have
remembered that speech. The flames, though? The
flames they remembered. The flame communicated.

As a result of Pentecost, the apostles suddenly had
the ability to give the truth to foreigners. Aliens.
People who were heretofore beyond their reach,
isolated by language. The flame communicated.
God’s sense of timing is impeccable, and His delivery
is carefully crafted. And on Pentecost, the Holy Spirit
did not descend as a dove or pour forth as water.

Catholic Life Explained

Question:

My friend has never heard of Christ and |
want to share the Gospel with her but I'm
afraid to. How do | share my faith?

Answer:

There are a lot of ways to bring up

the topic of religion, without being
judgmental or pushy. Begin by asking
what her thoughts are about religion, or
what her experience was growing up.
Finding common ground is often easier
than you think, because the questions
and problems we have about God, the
presence of evil, our purpose in life, and
our relationship with God are universal
concerns.

Why are you afraid? If you do not want
to insult or offend someone, don’t be
pushy or judgmental. If you are uncertain
about how to explain your own faith, do
a little reading or practice with a friend. If
you measure success only by this person
converting, focus your attention more

on beginning the conversation, not on
bringing it to a perfect close! Faith is

a journey of many acts of belief, many
discussions about God, and many choices
about how we practice what we preach.
In some we will have great success; in
others we will need forgiveness and
perseverance. The most important thing
to keep in mind is that the Holy Spirit

is always at work and our most humble
efforts can bear great fruit. Have faith in
God because he has faith in you!
