Dear Parishioners of St. Polycarp,

On this first weekend of June, as we come to church, we are joining our fellow Catholics throughout the
world to celebrate the Solemnity of the Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ (Corpus Christi). According to
our Church liturgical calendar, this Solemnity of Corpus Christi always falls on the Sunday after Holy
Trinity Sunday.

The Solemnity of Corpus Christi reminds us of the real presence of Jesus Christ, who wishes to be with us
until the end of times (Lk 22:19-20). The Gospel of Mark, which we hear on this Sunday, reminds us that it
is Jesus who instituted the Eucharist at the Last Supper as an everlasting remembrance of Him. The
Gospel also tells us that the celebration of the Eucharist serves as the covenant of love between Jesus
and us, and the sign of the Heavenly Banquet. “This is my blood of the covenant, which is poured out for
many. Truly, | say to you, | will not drink again of the fruit of the vine until that day when | drink it new in
the kingdom of God” (Mk 14: 24-25).

From the “real presence” to “remembrance” and to the “Heavenly Banquet”, the Eucharist is dynamic. It is
not just a celebration of the past, or the present, but also of the future, where Jesus is always with us. This
solemnity ought to move us to be real and active in our faith.

Just as Jesus commanded us at the Last Supper, “Do this in remembrance of me,” we simply do not just
attend Mass. We join Jesus through the person of a priest as in persona Christi to offer ourselves to God
the Father. We join Jesus in His mission. In other words, as we celebrate the Holy Eucharist or the Holy
Mass, we are asked to be Jesus to others. Just as bread is fractioned, we are asked to fraction ourselves
for others. We are asked to be Corpus Christi to others.

May this Solemnity of Corpus Christi continue to inspire and to encourage each one of us in our earthly
journey, with the hope that one day we will be at the Heavenly Banquet.

Please keep us priests in your prayers, as we are on our annual Priest Retreat. We will keep you in our
prayers as well. Together with my brother priests (Fathers Nicolas and Saul), | invoke the blessings and
intercession of Our Blessed Mother, Saint Joseph, and our Patron Saint Polycarp upon you and your
family. May God bless you always.

Una amiga de la escuela secundaria me preguntd una vez
por qué llevaba un crucifijo alrededor del cuello. Ella era
cristiana y muy devota, asi que me sorprendio su
confusion.

Si el cuerpo no fuera el objetivo, Jesus no se
habria hecho humano en absoluto. Jesus necesitaba el
cuerpo.

Nosotros también lo necesitamos.

This Is My Body

A friend in high school once asked me why | wore a Crucifix
around my neck. She was a Christian and very devout, so | was
surprised at her confusion. “To remember Jesus’ sacrifice,” |
said.

Her upper lip curled in disgust. “The cross is a sign of Jesus'
sacrifice," she said. "He's not on the cross anymore. It's really
weird that you wear his dead body.”

As someone raised Catholic, the Corpus was an image | knew
intimately. We had Crucifixes all over our home, everyone

in my family did. And for reasons | couldn’t quite explain, |
actually preferred them over the plain crosses | saw elsewhere.
The crosses seemed more elegant, more refined — but the
Crucifixes felt more complete. More to-the-point.

My friend'’s disgust compelled me to reflect, in a way | never
had before, on the image of Christ's body, wounded and
twisted and tortured, Why was this a visual that compelled me?
It didn't make a lot of sense for someone who abhorred dead
bodies so much that | found it difficult to look into a casket at a
wake. So, what was different about this?

My friend wasn’t wrong: Christ is no longer on the cross. The
sacrifice has been made. But does that mean it is over? We
re-present it every single Mass. It's the point of everything that
we do. Jesus did not sacrifice his spirit; he sacrificed his body.
He bought us with every tear of the flesh, with every drop of
blood,

The cross is crucial, yes, But that wood didn't bleed for us,

If the body wasn't the point, Jesus would not have become
human at all. Jesus needed the body.

We need it, too.

“While they were eating. he took bread, said the blessing, broke
it, gave it to them, and said, ‘Take it; this is my body.’

The Eucharist, like all sacraments,
offers its own unique grace.

We receive a special share in
God's life that helps us in our
faith journey. We are given all

The Eucharist also separates us
from sin, both past and future.

It forgives the venial sins of the
past and, by the love we receive,
protects us from mortal sin in the
future. The church community

is also unified and strengthened
by the Eucharist. It unites us to
the poor and offers the pledge of
eternal life.
