Parabolas Vivientes

Cada vez que alguien comienza una oracién con “Esta
parabola significa...,” pongo los ojos en blanco. (A veces
hago esto interiormente, para ser educada. Pero todavia lo
hago).

Tenemos una tendencia a tratar las pardbolas como la
receta favorita de cacerola de nuestra madre. Ah si,
pensamos mientras nos sentamos a cenar, sonriendo
mientras inhalamos el aroma de la infancia. Buenisimo y
viejo arroz con pollo blando. Te reconozco. Sé exactamente
lo que eres. Ni siquiera tengo que pensar en ti.

Las parabolas a menudo se presentan como un ejemplo de
cémo Dios se rebaja para alcanzar los limites del
entendimiento humano: la verdad, ipero en una pequefia y
linda historia! Y si bien es cierto que las pardbolas de Cristo
(cada palabra, cada detalle, cada caracter) estan
cuidadosamente elaboradas para adaptarse a la
imaginacion y la inteligencia del hombre, debemos tener
cuidado en cdmo pensamos al respecto.

A veces tenemos la tendencia a pensar que las parabolas
son simples y formuladas. Los consignamos al género de

los cuentos antes de dormir, cuyo objetivo es calmar,
adormecer. Pero estas son historias que estan destinadas a
mantenernos despiertos. Estan destinados a mantenernos
preguntandonos.

Cuando Cristo hablé de la semilla de mostaza, estaba
diciendo la verdad en palabras que sus discipulos
necesitaban escuchar hace dos mil afios. Pero hoy también
te hablaba a ti. Y él te estd hablando mafiana, y el afio que
viene, y dentro de tres afios, y en tu lecho de muerte. Si
lees esta pardbola en cada una de esas ocasiones,
escucharas algo diferente cada vez. La parabola, como vez,
es algo vivo.

No cambia, exactamente, porque la verdad nunca cambia.
Pero la gente cambia y lo que necesitan escuchar también
cambia.

Nunca cometas el error de pensar que puedes terminar las
frases de Jesus.

“Y con otras muchas pardbolas semejantes les estuvo
exponiendo su mensaje, de acuerdo con lo que ellos podian
entender.” — Marcos 4:33

Living Parables

Whenever someone begins a sentence with, "This parable
means..." | roll my eyes. (Sometimes | do this inwardly, to be
polite. But | still doit.)

We have a tendency to treat the parables like our mom's
favorite casserole recipe. Ah yes, we think as we sit down to
dinner, smiling as we inhale the aroma of childhood. Good of’
mushy-chicken-rice-thing. | recognize you. | know exactly what
you are, | don't even have to think about you.

Parables are often presented as an example of how God stoops
to meet the limits of human understanding: truth, but in a

cute little story! And while it's certainly true that the parables
of Christ — each word, each detail, each character — are
painstakingly crafted to suit the imagination and intelligence of
man, we need to be careful how we think about that.

Sometimes we have a tendency to think of parables as simple
and formulaic, We consign them to the genre of bedtime
stories, whose point is to soothe, to lull, But these are stories
that are meant to keep us awake. They are meant to keep us
wondering.

When Christ spoke of the mustard seed, he was speaking the
truth in words that his disciples needed to hear two thousand
years ago. But he was also speaking to you today. And he was
speaking to you tomorrow, and next year, and three years from
now, and on your deathbed. If you read this parable on each of
those occasions, you will hear something different each time.
The parable, you see, is something alive.

It doesn't change, exactly, because the truth never changes.
But people change, and what they need to hear changes too.

Don't ever make the mistake of thinking you can finish Jesus’
sentences.

Catholic Life Explained

Question:

Why do the Gospels differ in their
details? | was surprised to learn that
not all of the Gospels tell the same
stories, for example, the Nativity.
Doesn’t this take away from their
credibility?

Answer:

Take any event that happens, from
family trips to national politics and
ask two or three different people to
explain what happened. You will get
a different version of the same story.
People tend to tell the story from
their perspective, and past experience
shades what we recall and how we
recall it. Our choice of words and
what details we leave in or out is also
influenced by the audience who is
listening to our tales.

The Gospel writers are no different.
Each one tells the story of Jesus
from their own perspective. Versions
differ in some details, not because
one is true and the other is not,

but because each Gospel writer, or
Evangelist, has a different theological
point to communicate as well as a
different audience for whom he is
writing. He picks and chooses the
details of his Gospel based on what
message he is preaching, what his
audience may already know, and
what message they need to hear.
The various details of the Gospels
point more to their authenticity as
a record of the church's experience
and understanding of Jesus. In a
good study Bible, the background
notes for each Gospel contain a lot
of information that helps us better
understand each Evangelist and his
message.
