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Dear Parishioners of Saint Polycarp,

This weekend, the Church marks the end of Her
liturgical year with the solemnity of Christ the King,
The end of the liturgical year means that a new
liturgical Season of Advent is approaching. It also
means that the Gospel of Mark from Cycle B, which we|
are proclaiming this weekend, will be shift to the
Gospel of Luke from Cycle C.

The conclusion of the liturgical year with the solemnity
of Christ the King tells us that at the end of times|
Christ Our Savior is Lord and King. He is the Alpha and
the Omega ~ the Beginning and the End (Rev 1: 8),
However, the Gospel today seems to point out a
contrary—that is, Jesus who is the King is being
questioned and judged by Pilate who said, “Are you
the king of the Jews?” (Jn 18: 33b).

Imagine this scenario of Pilate and Jesus: Pilate, a
Roman governor of Judea, questioned and judged
lesus, the King of the Universe. Yet, the response from
Jesus accentuates and reveals to Pilate of His identity:
You say | am a king. For this | was born and for this |
came into the world, to testify to the truth, Everyone)
who belongs to the truth listen to my voice” (Jn 18:37).

The gquestion of Pilate to Jesus still exists in our times|
today. There are people who question our Catholic
identity. | hope and pray that we be like Jesus—that is,
to have the courage and the firm faith to say: “I belong
to Christ. In and through Christ, | was born and
baptized; and for Christ | will return to Him, my King
and Savior”.

Moreover, as we approach the holiday of Thanksgiving,
remember to give thanks to God for yourself and your
family. Also know that we your parish priests thank
God for your love and support of this family of Saint
Polycarp.

May God through the intercession of Our Blessed
Mother, Saint Joseph, and the Patron Saint Polycarp
bless and watch over you always.

How shall | pray?

Prayer is looking at the Father, listening to the Son, Word
of the Father, letting the Spirit mold us into the image of
Christ. (Servant of God, +Bishop William Giaquinta)

How do I look to the Father who | cannot see?

Looking at the Father involves intentionally taking a
moment to turn away from distractions and turn our
attention toward, and acknowledge the presence of, God
the Father, wherever you may be. Our loving Father is
present with us, and is longing to be invited into our
hearts,

How do | listen to the Son, Word of the Father?

“Speak Lord, for your servant is listening.” (1 Samuel 3:9-
10)

When reading the Sunday Gospel, ponder what is
happening in the passage and ask Jesus to reveal what He
wants you to hear that will help you grow closer to Him.

“Your prayer is speaking to God. When you read the
Sacred Scriptures, God speaks to you. When you pray, you
speak to God.” (St. Augustine)

Our prayer goes back to God through His same Word.,

How can the Holy Spirit mold me into the image of
Christ?

In lifting your heart and soul to God the Father, and
listening to His Son, remain open and docile to the
guidance of the Holy Spirit working within you.

“The Spirit helps us in our weakness, for we do not know
how to pray as we ought; but the Spirit himself makes
intercession for us with groaning that cannot be
expressed in speech.” (Romans 8:26)

Prayer always has a Trinitarian dimension: we worship the
Father through Christ in the Holy Spirit. The Church prays
in this way.

| read an article, years ago, about an American filmmaker
who decided to step away from a wildly successful film
franchise that had been requiring him and his family to live
abroad.

It stuck in my mind because of the tongue-in-cheek
reasoning he gave for the surprising decision, “My kids were
starting to speak in British accents.”

Sometimes, we just want to go home, don’t we?

Returning from a recent family vacation, | burst into tears
at the airport, overcome with relief when | saw my sister's
van pulling into the pickup lane. It didn't matter that | had
had fun on this trip and that | was even looking forward to
taking another one. In that moment, | was so tired, and all |
wanted was my own bed. The smell of my own house. The
feeling of not being “away.”

If Jesus is our king, and his kingdom is not of this world,
then we live our lives as perpetual aliens. This should
reassure us in some ways. The world so often feels cold and
cruel and strange to us because it is. We were not made
for this world. We were made for heaven. We were made to
yearn for the face, the presence, the protection of our King.

But this understanding of ourselves as strangers in a foreign
land should also be a caution to us.

We can't get too comfortable here. We cannot become too
wrapped up in the world and its temptations, its rewards,
its comforts. We cannot start speaking in the language, the
accent of our adopted homeland. Not if we ever want to
return home and belong there.

Question:

What is a sacramental seal and
where did it come from?

Answer:

Leaving more than just a memeory,
there are some events in our

life that are truly transforming,
making us different people. The
same thing can be said of spiritual
things, especially sacraments, A
sacramental seal or character is a
theological concept to describe
the life-changing and permanent
effect of three sacraments on the
person: baptism, confirmation,
and holy orders. The Catechism of
the Catholic Church teaches that
these sacraments confer a seal
“by which the Christian shares in
Christ’s priesthood and is made a
member of the Church according
to different states and functions.
This configuration to Christ and the
Church, brought about by the Spirit,
is indelible™ (#1121).

Once we receive these sacraments,
we are forever changed. It's a
spiritual “point of no return”
whereby we take a step forward in
our faith journey. We are marked as
people of faith, as those who have
received the Spirit and as those
called to serve in ordained ministry.
That is why these sacraments are
received only once. The direction

is set, the choice is made, and we
are called by God to be his people.
Nothing can change that, not even
our own sinfulness.
