8.Expect Rome to sparkle and shine.

9.While many jubilee events will take place in Rome and at the
Vatican, it's a celebration for the whole church, On Dec, 29,
diocesan bishops are expected to open the Holy Year locally with
Masses at their cathedrals and co-cathedrals. Catholics are
encouraged to make pilgrimages to thelr cathedral during the
year, and should watch diocesan communications for local
events,

10.The Jubilee Year concludes with the closing of the Holy Door at

St, Peter's Basilica Jan. 6, 2026, on the feast of the Epiphany.
However, the Holy Doors at Rome's other major basilicas will
close Dec. 28, 2025, the same day dioceses are to end local
celebrations of the Holy Year,

Beneath the Surface
When | was seventeen, | wasn'’t sure that | wanted to be

confirmed. It was a rough period in my life, and | was having

some intense questions and doubts. It upset my mother,

understandably. She knew that, at such a pivotal and difficult

moment, | needed the grace of the sacrament more than
ever. So, she called our priest and asked him to talk to me.

After that meeting, | made the decision to be confirmed.

To be honest, | can’t remember anything he said to me. All
| remember is that he sat with me. He listened to me. He
let me talk and talk and talk (and cry). And when he said
whatever he said, whatever it is that | cannot remember, it
was obvious that he had listened to me.

Reading today's Gospel, it makes perfect sense that everyone

thought John the Baptist was the Messiah. He was the guy

pouring the water. Of course it seemed natural that he would

be “the one.” The one they were all waiting for.

But instead, the Messiah was the man who came to be
baptized. He was the one who descended into the waters,
submerging himself in our experience of death and pain
and sorrow — and in doing so, he sanctified it. He made it a
means of redemption.

Jesus is our Savior, yes. When we dig ourselves a hole of
sin and confusion and we can’t climb out, he is the one who
brings us back to the surface. But he doesn’t pull us out;
he lifts us. He jumps down into the pit. He looks around. He

offers his hand, gives us a leg up, and by his strength and not

our own, we are brought back into the light.

Why do we do that?
Catholic Life Explained

Question:

At my grandson’s Baptism, the
priest put a bib on the baby. |
do not remember seeing this
before. Why is this done? Is it
something new?

Answer:

When an adult is baptized,
there is a part in the ceremony
when the newly baptized is
vested in a white garment. It is
symbolic of the changes that
baptism brings in the life of the
baptized as they are freed from
the bonds of sin and brought
into the saving grace of Christ.
Realities that are so profound
are symbolically presented so
that we might better grasp and
understand them.

Infants are often dressed in a
baptismal dress, which is the
baptismal garment. In some
places, the bib is used as a
kind of baptismal garment.

At the place in the ceremony
where the investiture takes
place, the bib is used. Some
are poncho-like and fit over
the baby’s head. Others are
simply placed on the baby’s
chest. If the baby is dressed in
a white garment, nothing else
is needed. The prayer says it all:
“See in your white garment the
outward sign of your Christian
dignity ... bring that dignity
unstained into the everlasting
life of heaven.” In baptism, we
are given our purpose and goal
in life as believers and this is
symbolized by the

white garment.
