Cruzando la Calle

Se necesita un corazén frio, duro e impio para pasar por
encima de un hombre herido en la calle.

Pero en la pardbola del Buen Samaritano, el sacerdote y el
levita no pasaron por encima del viajero medio muerto. Creo
gue nos los imaginamos haciéndolo, en nuestra imaginacion
colectiva de esta historia tan conocida, pero las palabras del
Evangelio son bastante claras. "Cuando lo vio, pasé por el
lado opuesto”, dice Jesus de ambos.

Como cristianos sabemos que todos son nuestro préjimo. Se
nos inculca desde la primera vez que escuchamos esta
lectura.

Hay tanto dolor y sufrimiento en el mundo. Ciertamente, no
podemos empezar a aliviarlo todo. Pero tenemos que
empezar con el dolor y el sufrimiento que vemos, que esta
justo frente a nosotros, incluso si es algo que realmente
gueremos ignorar. Incluso si lo encontramos inconveniente o
confuso o aterrador o raro.

El heroismo del Buen Samaritano no estaba en sus acciones
desinteresadas, aunque ciertamente eran comendadles.
Estaba en su valentia. "Se acercd a la victima", dijo Jesus.

MEDITACION DEL EVANGELIO — ALENTAR UN
ENTENDIMIENTO MAS PROFUNDO DE LA ESCRITURA

“Vete y haz tu lo mismo” (Lucas 10:37). Esta parabola es muy
rica en ensefanza. Si revisamos nuestra propia vida,
descubriremos que en diferentes circunstancias actuamos
como los personajes representados en ella. ¢ Cudntas veces
hemos sido como el que pasé de largo y se hizo el que no vio
lo que pasaba? Y lo hacemos con frecuencia en la propia
familia: vemos el sufrimiento y pensamos: "Solo les pasa a
ellos por no poner cuidado o por tontos." Hoy pongamos
atencién en el posadero que, al pedido del buen samaritano,
cumplio con su trabajo al pie de la letra. En lenguaje actual
se llama responsabilidad y cuidado. Pidamos al Sefior que
nos dé la apertura e iniciativa del samaritano, pero también
la responsabilidad del posadero, para que sanara el hombre
que fue asaltado.

¢Cuantas veces nosotros damos rodeos para ayudar a alguien
en necesidad? ¢Qué podemos aprender hoy de esta
ensefanza de Jesus? El hombre no tiene nombre,
precisamente, porque nos representa a cualquiera de
nosotros que necesita cuidado. Hombre o mujer de cualquier
raza o nacion esta implicito en esta parabola. iEs la historia
de la humanidad a través de los afios! Sin embargo, existe
otro pequeio detalle para dar ayuda al que estd en apuros:
acercarte y escuchar su historia para poder curar sus heridas.
A veces nos toca pagar a alguien para que haga el trabajo;
otras veces, hacerlo nosotros. Y es ahi donde esta el secreto:
hacerlo juntos en Cristo. OLPi

Mini Reflection: As Christians we know that everyone is our neighbor.
It's drilled into us from the first time we hear this reading. But do we
approach the victims that we see? Or do we draw away from the
suffering of others in fear and confusion, thinking: “That’s not my
problem”?

Crossing the Street
It takes a cold, hard, godless heart to step over a wounded man on
the street.

But in the parable of the Good Samaritan, the priest and the Levite
didn't step over the half-dead traveler. | think we picture them doing
so, in our collective imagining of this well-known story, but the words
of the Gospel are quite clear, “When he saw him, he passed by on the
opposite side," Jesus says of both,

So they saw him. They saw his need. It made them uncomfortable; it
confused them — many scholars have said that Judaic law concerning
the touching of dead bodies might have made them reluctant to
approach — and so they decided the simplest way to file this situation
in the Not My Problem category was to cross the street.

But that still leaves a half-dead guy on the road. And we all, 2,000
years later, still think of the priest and the Levite as cold and hard and
godless — even if they didn't want to be, even if they didn’t think of
themselves that way — because the bottom line is, they didn't see the
half-dead guy as their problem,

As Christians we know that everyone is our neighbor, It's drilled into
us from the first time we hear this reading.

Well, | don't know about you, but | find myself crossing the street a lot
more than | should.

There is so much pain and suffering in the world, We certainly can't
begin to alleviate it all. But we have to start with the pain and the
suffering that we see, that's right in front of us — even if it's something
we really, really want to ignore. Even if we find it inconvenient or
confusing or scary or weird.

The heroism of the Good Samaritan wasn't in his selfless actions,
although those were certainly commendable, It was in his courage.
“He approached the victim,” Jesus said.

Can we approach the victims we see? Do we have that courage?

Catholic Life Explained

Question:

When Jesus says, “You cannot
serve both God and mammon,”
what does he mean? What is
mammon?

Answer:

When you hear Scripture
proclaimed each Sunday,
remember it wasn't originally
written in English. Hebrew,
Aramaic, Greek — these ancient
tongues were the original
language of our Old and New
Testaments. Most of the time, all
of the words are translated into
our native language. Sometimes,
a word or two is left in the original
language. Such is the case in this
Scripture passage.

Mammon is an ancient Aramaic
word referring to money, wealth,
or profit. Earthly wealth isn’t bad
in itself, nor does it automatically
exclude us frem being a disciple
of Jesus. But what dominates our
life? To serve money — that is,

to seek accumulation of wealth
for its own sake and to structure
our lives around it — is morally
problematic. What good is our
wealth if it isn’t at the service of
others? What good is our wealth if
its pursuit leads us to selfishness,
obsession, greed, envy, and
comparison? There are many
things that can be opposed to our
service of God — power, prestige,
popularity. Ultimately, something
in our lives will be our master.
But there is only one God worth
serving.
