Pedid y Recibiréis

Es facil mirar la lectura del Evangelio de hoy y salir con una
vision de Dios desinteresado e irritado, reacio a darnos lo que
necesitamos a menos que derribemos su puerta, lo persigamos
hasta los confines mas lejanos del cielo, lo arranquemos de su
ensofiacion y lo obliguemos a responder solo para que
finalmente nos vayamos.

Bueno, eso no es lo que Jesus quiere decir con la parabola del
amigo a medianoche, pero tampoco es sorprendente que
pensemos que lo es. El punto de este Evangelio es que la
comunicacion entre Dios y el hombre se ha roto. No es tan facil
como antes, como deberia ser, como podria ser.

En esta pardbola, existen muchas barreras entre el suplicante y
su amigo. La hora del dia no es la ideal. La puerta estd cerrada
con llave. Sus disposiciones son opuestas: uno esta en medio
de un ciclo REM y el otro esta profundamente agitado. Parecen
ser dos personas que no estan preparadas para comunicarse
bien. Todo juega en su contra.

Lo mismo podria decirse de Dios y de la raza humana. Aqui
estamos en un mundo caido, rodeados de pecado, dolor,
enfermedad y muerte hasta el punto de que se infiltra no solo
en nuestros cuerpos, sino también en nuestras almas, nuestras
mentes, nuestras actitudes.

Somos el amigo sorprendido desprevenido en la oscuridad de
la noche. No siempre sabemos cémo hablar con Dios (iEsa
puerta es gruesa! ¢ Nos escuchard si llamamos?). No siempre
sabemos si debemos (después de todo, es culpa mia que me
haya quedado sin panes). Ni siquiera sabemos si queremos (iEs
de noche! jPodria estar enojado!).

Todo estd en nuestra contra.

MEDITACION DEL EVANGELIO — ALENTAR UN
ENTENDIMIENTO MAS PROFUNDO DE LA ESCRITURA

¢Te has preguntado alguna vez cual es la mejor manera de
hacer oracion? Quiza la respuesta sea "de muchas maneras". A
lo mejor explicaras las diferentes formas de hacer oracién.
Cada persona tiene su experiencia de oracién. El Catecismo de
la Iglesia Catdlica, en su numero 2564, nos ayuda a
comprender mejor lo que es orar: “La oracion cristiana es una
relacion de Alianza entre Dios y el hombre en Cristo. Es la
accion de Dios y del hombre; brota del Espiritu Santo y de
nosotros, dirigidas por completo al Padre, en union con la
voluntad humana del Hijo de Dios hecho hombre”. Santa
Teresa del Nifio Jesus, en sus manuscritos autobiograficos,
decia sobre su experiencia de oracion (C25 r.): “Para mi, la
oracion es un impulso del corazdn, una sencilla mirada hacia el
cielo, un grito de agradecimiento y de amor tanto desde dentro
de la prueba como desde dentro de la alegria”.

El Catecismo de la Iglesia Catdlica, en su nimero 2759, nos
ensefa: “Estando él [Jesus] en cierto lugar, cuando terming, le
dijo uno de sus discipulos: ‘Maestro, enséfianos a orar, como
ensefid Juan a sus discipulos’” (Lucas 11:1). En respuesta a esta
peticion, el Sefior confia a sus discipulos y a su Iglesia la
oracion cristiana fundamental. San Lucas da de ella un texto
breve (con cinco peticiones [Lucas 11:2-4]). San Mateo nos
transmite una version mds desarrollada (con siete peticiones
[Mateo 6:9-13]). La tradicion de la Iglesia ha conservado el
texto de San Mateo. El Padrenuestro es fundamental para
todo cristiano. Recémoslo siempre con fe. OLPi

Ask and You Shall Receive

It's easy to look at today's Gospel reading and come away with
a view of God as disinterested and irritated, reluctant to give
us what we need unless we bang down his door, hound him

to the furthest reaches of heaven, wrench him from his reverie
and force him to answer just so we'll finally go away.

Well, that's not what Jesus means by the parable of the friend
at midnight — but it's also not surprising that we would think
that it is. The whole point of this Gospel is that communication
between God and man has been broken. It's not as easy as it
once was, as it should be, as it could be.

In this parable, there exists many barriers between the
supplicant and his friend. The time of day is not ideal. The door
is locked. Their dispositions are opposite — one is in the middle
of a REM cycle and the other is deeply agitated. They appear
to be two people who are not primed to communicate well.
Everything is working against them.

The same could well be said of God and the human race.
Here we are in a fallen world, surrounded by sin and pain and
sickness and death to the extent that it infiltrates not just our
bodies but our souls, our minds, our attitudes.

We are the friend caught unprepared in the dead of night. We
don't always know how to talk to God (That door is thick! Will
he hear us if we knock?). We don’t always know if we should
(It’s all my fault that | ran out of loaves, after all), We don’t even
know if we want to (/t’s nighttime! He might be angry!).

Everything is working against us.

It doesn't matter, Jesus tells us. Whatever is interrupting
communication between your heart and the One who crafted
it, the One who desires its full and irrevocable attention, it can
be overcome, There is no door thick enough, no night dark
enough, no sleep strong enough.

So knock.

Why do we do that?
Catholic Life Explained

Question:

This time of year, | attend a lot
of weddings. Why do Catholic
weddings need to take place in a
church?

Answer:

Technically, there is a clause in
Church law that could allow for
weddings to take place outside
of a church, in a suitable space
under special circumstances, but
it requires the rare permission

of the bishop. But the meaning
of marriage goes very, very
deep, and the Church has a
vested interest in protecting that
meaning. As Catholics, we don't
see a wedding as an event that
needs a pleasing backdrop.

Marriage is a sacrament, both

an occasion of joyful promise

and symbolic solemnity. It is a
spiritual event. The loving bond
of marriage symbolizes the
mystical union between Christ
and his Church. The man and
woman profess lifelong vows

of fidelity, and they receive
supernatural grace from God to
keep their promises. Receiving the
sacrament of Marriage in a church
has broader symbolic meaning
for the couple as well. Marriage
isn't simply two people in isolation
from the world around them.
Marriage is the joining of families
and the beginning of a new, holy
mission in the life of the couple.
Weddings are sacred occasions,
and it’s fitting that they occur in
sacred spaces.
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
