Tu Fe te ha Salvado

Tu fe te ha salvado. Estas son las palabras que ruego
escuchar cuando mi corazén deje de latir, cuando el ultimo
aliento haya salido de mis pulmones.

Escuchamos a Jesus decir estas palabras, o palabras como
estas, varias veces en los Evangelios: a la mujer lo
suficientemente audaz como para agarrar su manto en medio
de la multitud, a los hombres que dan testimonio de su
creencia de que él puede devolverles la vista, al leproso
arrodillado ante él en agradecimiento.

Bueno, ¢y qué? Satands también cree. No le hace ningln
bien.

Los leprosos tenian fe, asi que le rogaron a Jesus que los
sanara. Tenian fe, asi que siguieron sus instrucciones y
fueron a ver a los sacerdotes. Su fe fue suficiente para
motivar estas acciones, que condujeron a su curacion fisica.
Pero solo uno tenia una fe lo suficientemente fuerte como
para entender que la sanacién fisica no significa nada sin
resultados espirituales. Solo uno tenia la fe suficiente para
volver a la fuente de su sanidad y decir: "Gracias. ¢Y ahora
qué?

MEDITACION DEL EVANGELIO — ALENTAR UN
ENTENDIMIENTO MAS PROFUNDO DE LA ESCRITURA

En nuestros tiempos se conversa sobre muchas cosas: moda,
politica, belleza, o sobre quién tiene mejor estatus en la
sociedad. Pero de lo que rara vez se dialoga es sobre la fe.
Para muchas personas, ese tema parece pasado de moda. Sin
embargo, el domingo pasado y este domingo, Jesus nos
muestra lo que es la fe. Hoy se alaba el espiritu de
agradecimiento de un leproso, y ese agradecimiento a Dios
nace precisamente de su fe. Fueron curados diez, pero solo
uno, nos narra el Evangelio, regreso a dar gracias: "Uno de
ellos, al verse sano, volvio de inmediato alabando a Dios en
alta voz, y se echd a los pies de Jesus con el rostro en tierra,
ddndole las gracias" (Lucas 17:15-16). Después de ese acto
de gratitud, se dio un didlogo entre Jesus y el hombre, y
Jesus le dio una respuesta inmediata: "Levdntate y vete: tu fe
te ha salvado” (Lucas 17:19).

San Atanasio de Alejandria, en su Carta Festal (c. 295-373),
dice lo siguiente: "El Maestro alabé el espiritu agradecido de
uno de aquellos, pero le disgusto el comportamiento de los
nueve ingratos, porque no reconocieron al autor de su
beneficio.

Mini Reflection: | have enough faith to know that God can heal me.
But do | have enough faith to embrace the purpose for which He
heals me?

Your Faith Has Saved You
Your faith has saved you. These are the words | pray | will hear when
my heart stops beating, when the last breath has left my lungs.

We hear Jesus say these words, or words like them, several times in
the Gospels: to the woman bold enough to grasp for his cloak in a
crowd, to the men who testify to their belief that he can restore their
sight, to the leper kneeling before him in thanks.

These are scme of my favorite passages in all of Scripture, because
they illustrate so beautifully what salvific faith is — and what it is not.

It's so easy to think that | have done all the necessary work by simply
believing. Yes, Christ is my Savior. Yes, the Church is his bride. Yes,
this doctrine is true, that dogma is infallible, so on and so forth.

| believe!
Well, so what? Satan believes, too. It deesn't do him any good.

The lepers had faith — so they begged Jesus to heal them. They

had faith — so they followed his instructions and went to the priests.
Their faith was sufficient to motivate these actions, which led to their
physical healing. But only one had faith strong enouagh to understand
that physical healing doesn't mean anything without spiritual resuits.
Only one had enough faith to go back to the source of his healing
and say, “Thank you. Now what?"

If Jesus tells you that your faith has saved you, he isn't talking about
faith as merely an internally held belief. In each of these Gospel
passages, he's talking about faith as a conviction that is making itself
seen. Heard. Felt, He's talking about an arm that is reaching for the
hem of a garment, a voice that says "l believe” or a knee that is bent
in gratitude.

He's talking about faith that is so strong it becomes action. This is the
faith | hope | can have.

Question:

| have seen the title of Vicar General
and Chancellor used in our Catholic

newspaper. Who are they and what

do they do?

Answer:

A bishop is in charge of a diocese
and appoints people to help with

its administration. Two of those
positions are the Vicar General and
the Chancellor. Both play a role in
the life of a diocese, despite the
many jokes priests may tell at their
expense! A chancellor is the archivist
of a diocese, charged with the task of
keeping the records of the diocese.
Often a bishop may add other
responsibilities and the chancellor
may end up being like the executive
director of the diocesan office. The
chancellor does not need to be a
priest.

The vicar general is a priest
appointed by the bishop who

acts in the name of the bishop in
administering the diocese. He has

an advanced degree in canon law

or theology. He also has executive
authority within the diccese, This
means that he is involved in the
day-to-day pastoral and temporal
administration of the diocese. Canon
law does not allow a bishop to
appoint a relative to the position,
nor the priest in charge of the
sacrament of penance. In both cases,
the purpose of the law is to avoid
conflicts of interest.
