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Lenten greetings in the Lord Jesus Christ. On this Second Sunday of Lent, Holy-Mother Church offers us a

Dear Parishioners of Saint Polycarp,

beautiful Gospel story of the Transfiguration, in which Jesus took Peter, James, and John up to a mountai
and He transfigured before their eyes.

This story of the Transfiguration contains some deep reflections for each of us. However, before delving
into the reflection of the Transfiguration, it is necessary to learn that six days prior to this extraordinary
event, at Caesarea Philippi, Peter confessed Jesus is the Messiah, the Son of the Living God (Mt. 16: 16).
Upon hearing Peter’s confession, Jesus told him that He “must go to Jerusalem and suffer many things at
the hands of the elders, the chief priests and the teachers of the law, and that He must be killed and on
the third day be raised to life” (Mt. 16: 21). Yet, Peter had a hard time accepting Jesus’ words; he took
Jesus aside and rebuked Him, saying: “Never Lord. | will never let this happen to you!” (Mt.16:22). But
Jesus scolded him, saying, “Get behind me, Satan! You are a stumbling block to me; you do not have in
mind the concerns of God, but merely human concerns” (Mt. 16:23).

Having seen how Peter and some of the disciples had a hard time accepting Jesus’ mission, Jesus took
them to a high mountain and from there He transfigured before their eyes. First, the Transfiguration of
Jesus shows us the glory of God. This is who and how God is to us: God is the perfect Light; He shines anc
glorifies us in His Son Jesus. Second, Jesus’ glory, which is the glory of God the Father, overwhelms us, lik
it did to the three apostles. Third, in showing His glory, Jesus shows us that He wants us to bathe in His
glory, for we are called “children of God.” Lastly, the Transfiguration in a beautiful way offers hope to the
disciples as they would one day take on the mission of Jesus.

Everyday, our faith in Jesus may be challenged by social factors, and such factors may lead us to give up
our faith. Some may say that to follow Christ is too hard and challenging. However, we should not give ug
our faith in Jesus easily because Jesus said to Peter and to us: “Whoever wants to be my disciple must
deny themselves and take up their cross and follow me. For whoever wants to save their life will lose it,
but whoever loses their life for me will find it. What good will it be for someone to gain the whole world,
yet forfeit their soul? Or what can anyone give in exchange for their soul? For the Son of Man is going to
come in His Father’s glory with his angels, and then He will reward each person according to what they
have done” (Mt. 16:24-27).

As we continue our Lenten journey, may our faith in Jesus be strong. Mary, Joseph, and Saint Polycarp:
pray for us.

Hecho (y
hecho, dijimos muchos rosarios). ¢ Pensamientos profundos y
conversaciones profundas sobre Dios con completos
extrafios? Hecho. ¢Horas en adoracién reflexionando sobre el
estado de mi alma?

MEDITACION DEL EVANGELIO - ALENTAR UN

La liturgia de hoy esta llena de simbolos de gloria y majestad.
Si estamos atentos, podremos descubrir el gran amor de Dios
hacia su Hijo Jesus y también hacia nosotros, manifestado en
su Transfiguracion. La gloria futura se presenta en la nube
como signo de la presencia de Dios, asi como en los vestidos
blancos y el rostro de Jesus resplandeciente como el sol. “A la
vista de ellos, su aspecto cambidé completamente: su cara

Catechesis. The Documents of Vatican Council Il. I. Dogmatic
Constitution Dei Verbum. 1. God speaks to men as to
friends (Reading: Jn 15:15)

Dear brothers and sisters, good morning and welcome!

We have started the cycle of catechesis on Vatican Council Il. Today we
will begin to look more closely at the Dogmatic Constitution Dei
Verbum, on the divine Revelation. It is one of the most beautiful and
important of the Council and, to introduce it, it may be helpful to recall
the words of Jesus: “No longer do | call you servants, for the servant
does not know what his master is doing; but | have called you friends,
for all that | have heard from my Father | have made known to you”
(Jn 15:15). This is a fundamental point of Christian faith, which Dei
Verbum reminds us of: Jesus Christ radically transforms man’s
relationship with God, which is henceforth a relationship of friendship.
Therefore, the only condition of the new covenant is love.

Saint Augustine, commenting on this passage of the Fourth Gospel,
insists on the perspective of grace, which alone can make us friends of
God in his Son (Commentary on the Gospel of John, Homily 86). Indeed,
an ancient motto stated: “Amicitia aut pares invenit, aut facit”,
“friendship is born between equals, or makes them so”. We are not
equal to God, but God himself makes us similar to Him in his Son.

For this reason, as we can see in all the Scripture, in the Covenant
there is a first moment of distance, in which the pact between God and
mankind always remains asymmetrical: God is God and we are
creatures. However, with the coming of the Son in human flesh, the
Covenant opens up to its final purpose: in Jesus, God makes us sons
and daughters, and calls us to become like Him, albeit in our fragile
humanity. Our resemblance to God, then, is not reached through
transgression and sin, as the serpent suggests to Eve (cf. Gen 3:5), but
in our relationship with the Son made man.

The words of the Lord Jesus that we have recalled — “I have called you
friends” — are reprised in the Constitution Dei Verbum, which affirms:
“Through this revelation, therefore, the invisible God (see Col 1:15; 1
Tim 1:17) out of the abundance of His love speaks to men as friends
(see Ex 33:11; Jn 15:14-15) and lives among them (see Bar 3:38), so
that He may invite and take them into fellowship with Himself” (no. 2).
The God of Genesis already conversed with our first parents, engaging

in dialogue with them (cf. Dei Verbum, 3); and when this dialogue
was interrupted by sin, the Creator did not cease to seek an
encounter with his creatures and to establish a covenant with them.
In the Christian Revelation, that is, when God became man in his
Son in order to seek us out, the dialogue that had been interrupted
is restored in a definitive manner: the Covenant is new and eternal,
nothing can separate us from his love. The Revelation of God, then,
has the dialogical nature of friendship and, as in the experience of
human friendship, it does not tolerate silence, but is nurtured by
the exchange of true words.

The Constitution Dei Verbum also reminds us of this: God speaks to
us. It is important to recognize the difference between words and
chatter: this latter stops at the surface and does not achieve
communion between people, whereas in authentic relationships,
the word serves not only to exchange information and news, but to
reveal who we are. The word possesses a revelatory dimension that
creates a relationship with the other. In this way, by speaking to us,
God reveals himself to us as an Ally who invites us into friendship
with Him. From this perspective, the first attitude to cultivate is
listening, so that the divine Word may penetrate our minds and our
hearts; at the same time, we are required to speak with God, not to
communicate to him what He already knows, but to reveal
ourselves to ourselves.

Hence the need for prayer, in which we are called to live and to
cultivate friendship with the Lord. This is achieved first of all in
liturgical and community prayer, in which we do not decide what to
hear from the Word of God, but it is He Himself who speaks to us
through the Church; it is then achieved in personal prayer, which
takes place in the interiority of the heart and mind. Time dedicated
to prayer, meditation and reflection cannot be lacking in the
Christian’s day and week. Only when we speak with God can we
also speak about Him.

Our experience tells us that friendships can come to an end through
a dramatic gesture of rupture, or because of a series of daily acts of
neglect that erode the relationship until it is lost. If Jesus calls us to
be friends, let us not leave this call unheeded. Let us welcome it, let
us take care of this relationship, and we will discover that friendship
with God is our salvation.

It’s our job to bring the Truth into the world. What a tragedy it
would be, if Truth only lived on the mountaintop.

Three Tents
You guys, | was such a good Catholic at the National
Eucharistic Congress.

Mass every day? Check. Rosary every day? Check (and

check — we said a lot of rosaries). Deep thoughts and deep
conversations about God with total strangers? Check. Hours in
adoration reflecting on the state of my soul? Check.

When | went to Indianapolis in the summer of 2024 to cover
the NEC for our archdiocesan newspaper, | knew it would be
a fun and spiritually rich experience. But | didn’t expect that

it would make me think differently about my whole life (and
afterlife). And when people ask me why — “What happened in
Indianapolis that changed you?" — | can only tell them this: |
spent time with God.

Of course, | do all these things in my regular life at home, too. |
try to be a good Catholic here. But good grief, it’s a lot harder.
In Indianapolis, | didn’t have a calendar full of appointments
and to-do lists that filled me with dread. | didn’t have the world
crowding around me, grasping at my attention and my will.

Indianapolis was the mountain, and if | could have, | would
have built three tents.

So | understand Peter’s feelings at the Transfiguration. He’s
thrilled — he sees it all clearly now. Here is the fullness of Truth,
revealed in all its glory, and he’s ready to start bringing groups
of tourists up to see it. He's ready to bring people to Christ. But
in the blood-soaked, fear-filled days to come, Peter will realize
that it's not his job to bring the world to the Truth. His job is to
bring the Truth into the world.

What a tragedy it would be, if Truth only lived on the
mountaintop.

So build three tents, strong and durable shelters for the

Truth to dwell. But build them in your heart. And then,

the Transfiguration won't be just an event, something that
happened at a certain time and a certain place. It'll be a reality
that lives within us all. And we will bear it with us wherever we

go.

Catholic Life Explained

Question:

What is the Christian attitude towards
violent conflicts?

Answer:

In the Beatitudes, Jesus teaches us
“Blessed are the peacemakers” and
to “love your enemies.” All human
beings are made in God’s image
and likeness. We are one human
family — brothers and sisters despite
what divides us. Christians have

the obligation to prioritize peaceful
means to resolve conflicts. War
wreaks a toll on a nation. Civilians
bear a disproportionate burden of
this cost during the war itself and as
the nation rebuilds. However, those
in authority have the obligation to
protect the innocent.

During the gradual fall of the
Roman Empire, theologians began
to theorize that war could be just

if it was a defensive measure of

last resort. The “Just War Theory”
was later expanded by St. Thomas
Aguinas, who also included moral
obligations during the war itself,
including the protection of civilians.
Those in public authority have the
obligation to carefully examine their
motives, agendas, and rationale for
violent force. Should a cause be just,
those who fight and defend under
such circumstances must be valued
and honored. They deserve our
support both during and after the
war.
